Along with Pastor Morgan, the Steering Committee, the Missional
Engagement Team, the Church Council, and the Plunging Team were all
represented at the last meeting in Kansas City on December 5-6. We were
pleased to find out that although the process has been slow, we are progressing
more quickly than many other congregations. At worship on Sunday, we loved
hearing the Scripture reading about God'’s time not being our time. We pray that
God is setting the time for our missional engagement.
